Discovering New England Stone Walls  
Tuesday, March 7 at 6:30 pm 

 

Kevin Gardner’s informal talk covers a few of the 
main topics of his book about New England stone 
walls, The Granite Kiss (Countryman Press), touch-
ing on history, technique, stylisƟc development, 
and aestheƟcs. He explains how and why New Eng-
land came to acquire its thousands of miles of stone 
walls, the ways in which they and other dry stone 
structures were built, how their styles emerged and 
changed over Ɵme, and their signiĮcance to the fa-
mous New England landscape. There is always a 
generous quesƟon-and-answer period, during 
which listeners are encouraged to bring up speciĮc 
problems or projects on their own properƟes.
